Abstract - Type the abstract (between 150 to 200 words) using Italic font with point size 10. Abstract must be brief, concise and complete. Use short, direct, and clear sentences. It must covers backgrounds of the study, problems, methods, solutions and recommendations of the work described. Do not put references in the abstract and avoid use any acronyms or mathematical expressions.
Keywords: Keyword1, Keyword2, Keyword3, Keyword4, Keyword5.

1 Introduction

 
This template contains instructions for authors typesetting for the International Conference on Research and Innovation in Information Systems 2009 (ICRIIS’09) to be held at the Johor, Malaysia from December 08-09, 2009. This document was prepared using the required paper format (Microsoft Word version 6.0 or later).


The written paper must be in two-column format with right and left justified. The column width should be 82 mm (3.23 inches). The gap between the two columns should be 5 mm (0.2 inches).

1.1 Instructions for Authors


An electronic copy of your full paper must be submitted (in PDF format only) to the website no later than June 15, 2009. Please follow the submission instructions shown on the website.

2 Formatting Instructions


Do not add any page numbers, and do not use footers and headers. You should not change the formatting styles manually as it may results in additional work to ICRIIS’09. Please avoid repeated formatting errors in your final accepted camera-ready paper. Failure to follow the formatting instructions for a camera-ready paper may cause exclusion of your paper from the proceedings. 
2.1 Length


The minimum page of the full paper is 5 pages. The maximum number of pages accepted is 6. USD 100 will be charge for each extra page. Authors should use the paper formats as described in the template at all time. Do not make repeated changes to the paper formats. This is to prevent ICRIIS 09 omitting your final accepted camera-ready paper from proceedings.
2.1.1
Title


Type the title approximately 3.5 centimeters below the top border of the letter size paper sheet and use a 18 point size typefont. Center the title (horizontally) on the page. 
Leave approximately 1 cm (0.4 inches) between the title and the name and address of yourself and of your co-authors (if any). Type the name(s), address(es) and email using 11 point font and center them (horizontally) on the page.

Spacing 

Each section (or subsection) should be separated from the previous text by 12 points (as indicated in the format/paragraph menu). 
2.1.3
Subsection Heading


Just use two levels of subsection heading. Do not use more than two levels in order to improve readability.

2.2 Main text


Use 2 centimeters (0.8 inches) for the left and right margins. Use 10 point Times New Roman font  for text. Use italics instead of bold to emphasize specific parts within the main text. 

Start a new paragraph by indenting it from the left margin (and not by inserting a blank line). Leave a margin of at least 2 centimeters (0.8 inches) at the page head (for placing the final numbers and running heads in final accepted papers). The typing area should not exceed 24 x 17.5 centimeters (9.4 x 6.9 inches). The text should be prepared with a double column format and single line spacing.

2.3 Tables


All tables must be in the main text. Use Arabic numbers for numbering all Tables. 
Place table headings at the centered and above a table.  Position tables as close as possible to the main text that mentioned them.

2.4 Figures


All figures must be embedded in the main document. Use Arabic numbers. Place figures as close as possible to the main text that mentioned them. No part of a figure should go beyond the typing area. Figure captions should appear (centered) and beneath graphical objects, as in Figure 1.

2.4.1 Inserting images

Please use an image-editing tool to resize an image to 300 dpi, which is the suggested printing resolution. This is to avoid the creation of huge PDF file size and to keep any printed images clear and visible at all time.  
2.5 Mathematical formulas


Mathematical formulas should be roughly centered and numbered, as in:


e = mc2

2.6 References


Use Arabic number in square brackets, like [1], [2] for references to the literatures mentioned in the main text. 

List these in order of appearance at the very end of your paper (under the heading References). Start each reference on a new line with its number in square brackets [3]. Number footnotes separately in superscripts. Place the actual footnote at the bottom of the column, at the page contains the cited text. Do not use footnotes in the reference list.

2.7 Fine tuning

· Do not end a page with a section or subsection heading.
· Keep footnotes to a minimum.

· Do not use footers and headers.

· Do not include page numbers in your paper.
2.8 Final version


After proofreading your paper, submit the paper to the ICRIIS’09 website electronically using PDF format. We expects a proper usage of an English language for all paper submissions. Make sure that the PDF file looks fine on a screen as well as in printed version. Please ensure the documents should not have any password protection.


If creating your PDF using Acrobat, make sure use “File | Save As” rather than “Save”. This will ensure the integrity and the compactness of the saved PDF file. ICRIIS’09 requires you save your PDF in PDF 1.3 version so that the file can be opened in Acrobat Readers 5, 6 and 7. Again, no file security or password protection is to be set on any files. All fonts must be accurately included in the PDF file as an “Embedded Subset”. Set the media or page size to A4 (Pages).

2.9 Blind Review

ICRIIS’09 adopts the ‘blind review’ approach in reviewing all submitted papers. To prepare your submission for review, just write all author names and leave blank for institutional identities in the title and header areas of the paper. You may also need to remove parts or all of the Acknowledgement text written in your paper.
