Format of the Abstract

The title of the paper, author's name(s), affiliation(s)(Times 10 point), author's full postal address(es)(Times 10 point) and e-mail, abstract and keywords should be formatted following the example below. The first word of the title and all major words must start with the capital. After a blank line write the authors in Times point 12 normal centered. After 2 blank lines write the heading Abstract in Times 12 point bold. The body of the abstract of no more than 500 words should be in Times 12 point. After a blank line write the heading Keywords in Times 12 point bold. The keywords should be in Times 12 point normal, separated with commas.

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Abstract

The title, authors' names and addresses should be indented 1.5 cm from the left-hand margin of the text area; the abstract is indented 1.5 cm from both margins. The abstract itself, set in 12 pt type like the authors' addresses, should start about x cm down from the top of the text area. Please do not make reference citations in the abstract and please keep within the limit of 500 words.
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
